The completion of the Esplanade Tranquille, a $ 67.1 million
project, is scheduled for summer 2021. The future esplanade
will host a large urban terrace with food kiosks in summer and

anice rink in winter.

Located west of Clark Street, between Sainte-Catherine
Street and De Maisonneuve Boulevard, the 5,000 m2
esplanade will allow activities to be deployed throughout the
four seasons. To the west of the square, a multifunctional
pavilion will house a restaurant and an urban chalet

including a relaxation area and multipurpose rooms.

The project will also include the reconstruction of Clark
Street and surface improvements, aimed at improving

universal accessibility in the Place des Arts sector.
